Day for life 2026 

The Church teaches that life is to be nurtured from conception to natural death. In England and 

Wales, Day for Life is celebrated on the third Sunday of June each year. This year it falls on 21 

June. Archbishop John Sherrington has announced the theme for this year’s Day for Life in a 

reflection for the Feast of the Annunciation. 

 

In his contemplation on the Virgin Mary’s ‘Yes’, Archbishop Sherrington calls to mind that: 

 

“God chose to enter the world as an unborn child, embracing the fullness of human existence from 

its earliest stage. His coming reveals that at every point of development, the child in the womb is a 

unique and irreplaceable human person. This truth is now even reflected in certain civil procedures 

such as the granting of baby loss certificates to bereaved parents who lose a little one during 

pregnancy.” 

 

Turning towards the Day for Life, Archbishop Sherrington announced :“This same truth will form the 

theme of the forthcoming Day for Life, which will take place on Sunday, 21 June. The day will invite 

us to reflect on the humanity of the unborn and to acknowledge with compassion the deep grief 

experienced by parents who lose a child before or shortly after birth.” 

 

Day for Life is marked on the same day by the three Bishops’ Conferences of England and Wales, 

Scotland, and Ireland. The Day for Life Fund provides financial assistance each year to 

organisations working to support the Church’s mission to protect human life from conception to 

natural death. Each year, the money donated by the faithful on the Day for Life is dispersed to 

these organisations to assist them in undertaking specific projects relating to life issues. These can 

range from educational workshops to advocacy campaigns, practical support services to 

commissioning research.

Thoughts from a New and Apprehensive Pilgrim 

 

When I signed my grandson and me up for the 

pilgrimage to Assisi last year, it seemed like a good idea 

at the time. However, as the departure date grew nearer, 

I became more apprehensive. My concern was not so 

much finding myself in Assisi, as not losing William there.  

 

William had no worries at all. We left a month after his 

tenth birthday and he was very excited. What we were 

both expecting from this pilgrimage can be summarised 

by the essentials we packed in our pilgrim’s backpack. I 

packed my First Aid kit and a guidebook to Umbria, 

detailing all the noteworthy paintings in the churches of 

Assisi. William packed his handbook to rocks and 

minerals, a set of Top Trump cards on ancient Egypt and 

numerous back issues of ‘The Beano’. His essentials 

were very useful; mine never emerged from the backpack. 

 

 We both took lots of photographs during our week away, but I think that photos can never replicate 

the memories of our experiences in Umbria. I will always remember exploring the narrow, hilly, 

streets of Assisi, climbing the steep and stony path to the Hermitage and stopping frequently to 

watch the bright green lizards scurrying away among the rocks, sitting together in the Duomo at 

Orvieto listening to the organ, and visiting our favourite gelateria in the Piazza Santa Chiara. 

 

 Yes, the pilgrimage was different to what I was expecting. I suppose I imagined that I would find 

God in all those churches we never visited. Instead I found Him sitting by the fountain in the Piazza, 

eating an ice-cream. And William’s verdict on the pilgrimage? ‘It was really fun.’

ARE YOU GOING INTO HOSPITAL?   The Hospital Chaplaincy telephone number: 01392 402024. A 

message can always be left there. The Blessed Sacrament Presbytery number can also be used: 01392 

274724. It is now more difficult for members of the clergy to request information regarding your stay in 

hospital, including which Ward you are in. This is now regarded as 

confidential information and will not readily be supplied to any 

caller without the specific permission of the patient. If you are 

admitted to hospital and would like a member of The Chaplaincy 

Team to visit you – 

 

DO ….. Please inform the Chaplaincy Department which 

ward you expect to be on and when you will be there, if you 

know in advance that you are going into hospital. 

Specifically inform a member of the ward staff that you would like to be visited by a chaplain 

ensuring that you state which denomination you belong to. Inform your relatives about your wishes 

concerning visits from a chaplain if you are taken into hospital unexpectedly. Your relatives can 

then notify the Chaplaincy Department  

 

DON’T…. Just presume that the chaplains will hear about your stay in hospital – they probably 

won’t. DON’T expect ward staff automatically to let the chaplains know you are in hospital. 

 

ACT….. If you wish to be visited by a member of The Chaplaincy Team during your stay in hospital, 

the Hospital Chaplaincy telephone number: 01392 402024. A message can always be left there. 

The Blessed Sacrament Presbytery number can also be used: 01392 274724.
